Development Plan 2025 for Music
Part A: Curriculum music
[bookmark: _GoBack]At Weeke Primary School, the music curriculum is designed to inspire all children to love music through access to an engaging and fun learning experience. The intention is to provide opportunities for children to play an instrument and sing, enabling them to make good progress and increase their confidence in becoming enthusiastic musicians.
The school uses the Kapow music programme, which ensures each unit combines the key strands of listening, composing, performing, and developing musical knowledge and skills. The spiral approach of the Kapow curriculum allows each year group's unit to build upon the previous one, ensuring children can make progress and solidify their learning in long-term memory through repeated engagement.
The impact of the music curriculum is that it is accessible, relevant, and enjoyable for all children, enabling them to make good progress. The school's aim is for children to leave Weeke Primary equipped with a range of skills to succeed in their secondary education and to be able to enjoy and appreciate music throughout their lives.
Potential next steps:
· Implement a 'Show me', 'Tell me', 'Describe or Explain' assessment approach to ensure staff have a secure knowledge of outcomes for all children and can identify specific gaps in knowledge.
· Develop further collaborative links with other subject leaders, such as the local Music Hub and Lead Schools, to support the development of the assessment strategy.
· Provide targeted staff meetings and training to continue improving subject knowledge and confidence in delivering the music curriculum.
Part B: Co-curricular music
Weeke Primary School provides a range of enrichment and cultural capital opportunities for children to engage with music beyond the curriculum.
Through a whole-school approach, children in Year 6 have had opportunities throughout the year to visit a local secondary school and experience music with a wide selection of instruments and music technology, promoting engagement and enjoyment for all pupils.
The school also offers a variety of music clubs and ensembles, including a Young Voices Choir, Recorder Club, and individual music lessons. To ensure all children, including those from disadvantaged backgrounds, can participate, the school will be running a targeted music club in the Spring or Summer term of 2025, where Pupil Premium children from Years 3 and 5 (who will be receiving whole-class instrumental teaching) will be invited to play games, sing, and learn the glockenspiel and recorder.
Additionally, the school provides enrichment opportunities within the curriculum, such as Singing Assemblies, which help children develop an enjoyment of singing in a group. The school also organises a successful Music Evening in November, where children who learn an instrument or sing can showcase their talents, and the Weeke Ensemble, which currently has 30 members and will be expanded to include more children across the school.
The school has also arranged for children to attend concerts and performances, such as a visit to Winchester College to watch 'Peter and the Wolf' and a performance by the Jazz Band from Winchester College, which inspired many of the school's musicians.
Potential next steps:
· Explore opportunities to further engage the local community, such as inviting parents and community members to attend and participate in musical events and performances.
· Investigate ways to increase the accessibility and inclusivity of the school's music clubs and ensembles, ensuring they are available to all children, regardless of their background or prior experience.
· Consider developing partnerships with local music organisations or professional musicians to provide additional enrichment and cultural capital experiences for the children.
Part C: Musical experiences
Weeke Primary School provides a range of musical experiences for its children, both within the curriculum and through extracurricular activities.
The school has developed links with local secondary schools, allowing Year 6 children to visit and experience music with a variety of instruments and music technology. This has promoted engagement and enjoyment for all pupils.
Beyond the curriculum, the school offers opportunities for children to enjoy music through clubs such as the Young Voices Choir, Recorder Club, and individual music lessons. To ensure all children, including those from disadvantaged backgrounds, can participate, the school will be running a targeted music club in the Spring or Summer term of 2025, where Pupil Premium children from Years 3 and 5 will be invited to play games, sing, and learn the glockenspiel and recorder.
The school also provides enrichment opportunities within the curriculum, such as Singing Assemblies, which help children develop an enjoyment of singing in a group. Some of the school's experienced musicians in Year 6 were also invited to perform in the season of concerts at The Hospital of St Cross, a prestigious event that provided them with confidence and a sense of pride.
Parents and the local community are also engaged in the school's musical experiences. The WPSA organises the successful Music Evening, and parents are invited to watch performances, such as the KS1 and EYFS nativity plays, the Year 6 production, and the upcoming Spring Sing Café.
Potential next steps:
· Explore additional opportunities to collaborate with local music organisations, such as music hubs or professional musicians, to provide even more enriching musical experiences for the children.
· Investigate ways to further engage the local community, such as hosting open-mic events or inviting community members to attend and participate in musical performances.
· Consider developing a mentoring programme where experienced student musicians can work with younger children to share their knowledge and inspire them to continue their musical journey.
In the Future
Weeke Primary School is committed to continuously improving and expanding its music provision to provide more opportunities for musical experiences and enhance opportunities for Pupil Premium and disadvantaged children.
The school recognises the importance of embedding and repeating the successful initiatives and experiences already in place, such as the Weeke Ensemble, the Music Evening, and the targeted music club for Pupil Premium children. By building on these foundations, the school aims to further develop a strong and inclusive musical culture that engages all children, regardless of their background or prior experience.
Additionally, the school will explore ways to enhance the musical experiences available to all children, including investigating new partnerships with local music organisations, hosting open-mic events, and developing a mentoring programme where experienced student musicians can work with younger children.
The school's ultimate goal is to ensure that all children leave Weeke Primary equipped with a well-rounded music education that supports them in becoming more musical, with the skills and confidence to continue their musical journey throughout their lives.
Potential next steps:
· Investigate opportunities to collaborate with local music hubs or professional musicians to provide additional enrichment and cultural capital experiences for the children.
· Explore the feasibility of hosting open-mic events or other community-focused musical performances to further engage the local community.
· Consider developing a mentoring programme where experienced student musicians can work with younger children to share their knowledge and inspire them to continue their musical journey.
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
